APPROVED BATTLE STARS FOR THE GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM EXPEDITIONARY MEDAL (GWOTEM)

1.
Only Commanding Officer of units that are eligible for the GWOTEM may submit battle star requests.  Battle stars are designed for personnel who were engaged in actual combat against the enemy and under circumstances involving grave danger of death or serious bodily injury from enemy action.  Only a Combatant Commander can initiate a request for a battle star, and the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff is the final approval authority.  

2.
Unit battle star requests are to be forwarded via letter by the Commanding Officer to the appropriate Combatant Commander via the Navy operational chain-of-command, to include the appropriate Navy Component Commander.  A copy of the request must be sent to CNO (DNS-37) (formerly N09B13).  The mailing address is:

The battle star request must contain the following information:


a.
The specific unit(s) engaged in actual combat.  Units must meet the criteria as defined in paragraphs 2 through 5 of the GWOTEM NAVADMIN.


b.
The start and end dates of actual combat. 


c.
A detailed description of the actions against the enemy.

4.
Once the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff has approved the battle star, Navy Component Commanders will obtain the approval from the Combatant Commander and will provide CNO (DNS37) (formerly N09B13) the list of units qualified for that particular battle star for posting on this website.
